Subject Poor People's Campaign 

Dear Walter: 

This is in response to your earlier request that I make an analysis of 

the proposed estimated transportational cost of providing regional 

delegations to the Poor People's March scheduled for June 19, 1968. 

In a comparative analysis of airline rates on a group basis, or by 

charter, the cost would be quite exorbitant. For example: 

Chicago - Washington, D. C. 

25 passengers $61.00 per passenger - round trip 

as compared with bus rate of 27.06 per passenger - round trip 

The average bus carries 37 passengers, 

The only region which will require 'plane transportation (assuming they 

desire to participate) would be Region 6. The cost for a group of 

25 passengers from San Francisco or Los Angeles to Washington, D. C. 

is $219.00 per passenger (in groups of 25), The total cost for a group 

consisting of 50 persons would be $10,950. I propose that Region 6 

might participate providing the Teamsters, Steel, Rubber, and Oil, 

Chemical share on an equal basis, the cost of transporting a group of 

50 - more or less, 

I am recommending the following pursuant to the June 19, 1968 March 

of the Poor, 

That the UAW have an official delegation headed by the President, Officers 

and Board Members of the International Union, augmented by representatives 

of National Departments and Regions of those individuals who feel dedicated 

and who desire to participate in the March. 

 



With respect to UAW regions and local unions, I am recommending 
the following: 

That on a matching bus basis, we allocate five buses each to 
Regions 8, 9 and 9A. This formula is predicated on the fact that the 
Regional Directors and the Local Unions in each region will first 
through voluntary donations or gate collections raise sufficient monies 
to underwrite five buses, Should they achieve this, then the International 
Union would provide five additional buses, 

The cost per bus for Region 9 is $315.00 per bus, seating 37 passengers, 

The total cost for five buses would be $1,575.00 - the one variation in 

Region 9 would be Buffalo, where we have agreed on a matching bus 
formula, and where the cost for one bus (seating 37 passengers) is 

$580.00 round trip. Consequently, the total cost assuming that Region 9 

and Buffalo succeed in putting together five buses each, would be: 

$1,575.00 - New Jersey - Phila. - 5 buses 

2,900.00 - Buffalo - 5 buses 

$4,475. 00 

Now, with respect to Region 8, Participants in this region would come 

from Baltimore and as far South as Wilmington, Delaware. We have had 

experience with the bus situation in this region during the ''March on 

Washington, '' The cost for a single bus seating 37 passengers to and from 

these areas would be $55.00 per bus plus $5.00 for tolls, or a total of 

$60.00 per bus. Consequently, the total expenditure for Region 8 is 

5 buses on the formula described above, or $300.00 -- Baltimore - 

Wilmington - 5 buses, 

With respect to Region 9A (covering New York and Queens, Long Island) 

the approximate cost per bus is $350.00 seating 37 passengers, ora 

total of $7,750.00 - 5 buses - New York and Queens, 

The other three areas of Region 9 which might want to participate would 

be Hartford, Waterbury and Boston. The cost per bus is $664.00 -- 
we would assume that the most participants would come from the New York 

area. Thus, based on this assumption, 3 of the 5 buses from Region 9A 

would come from the New York - Queens area, at a cost of $1,050. 00 

and 2 buses from Hartford, Waterbury and Boston area at $664.00 each, 

or a cost of $1,328.00. The total cost for 5 buses in Region 9A 

would be $2, 378. 00



Now with regards to the middle west-- Region 2, 2A and 2B (Ohio), 
the time required for bus transportation is 10-1/2 hours--the 
estimated cost from the farthest point in Region 2A is $667.50 per bus 
seating 37 passengers, 

Region 2 (Cleveland) $514.00 per bus (37 passengers - 8 hours) 

Akron and Youngstown $ 543.00 
Pittsburgh 415.00 
Toledo 667, 50 
Columbus 675, 30 

Assuming that the three regions (2 - 2A and 2B) met the matching bus 
formula, the total cost for fifteen buses (five each region) would be 
$10,012, 50. 

With respect to Region 3, the cost per bus from Indianapolis is $814. 60 
assuming the delegations would assemble in Indianapolis, running time 

is 12-1/2 hours and the total cost for Region 3 based on the formula 

would be $4, 073. 00. 

Regards Region 4 (Chicago) assuming that this would be the central 
point for delegations, the cost per bus $1,001.20 or a total cost of 

$5,006. 00 for five buses. 

With regards to Region 1, 1A, 1B and 1E assuming the central gathering 

point will be Detroit, the total cost per bus is $750.00 based on the formula. 
The cost per Region would be $3, 750.00 or a total for the four regions of 

$15,000. 00. 

With regards to Regions 1C and 1D -- we would recommend that persons 

from these regions join the buses in Detroit. The total cost for 

Regions 1C and 1D is $7, 500. 00. 

Presuming that all of the regions outlined hereinabove: 9, 9A, 8, 2, 2A, 

2B, 3, 4, 1, TA, BB, 1E and 1C and 1D participate on the basis of five 

buses per region, the total cost would be $49, 044. 00.



Assuming the five unions participate on the basis described above 

from Region 6, the cost to the UAW would be $2,190.00 for one-fifth 

of the delegation of 50 people, bringing the total cost for all regions 

with the exception of Region 10 to $51, 234. 00. 

With respect to Region 10, there are no seats available on the planes 

on June 19, 1968. Consequently, if Region 10 is to participate, it 

would have to be by-group fare on the late afternoon of June 18, 1968 

at the rate of $55.00 per passenger round trip - Washington, Or, 

assuming Region 10 is allowed 50 participants, the costAvould be 

$2,650.00 or a total of $53, 884, 00.

At a meeting of our officers on Tuesday afternoon, May 28, 1968 

an in depth discussion was had persuant to how the UAW might participate 

in the Poor People's Campaign and its scheduled march for June 19, 1968. 

The Committee, of course, iS aware of the fact that the Poor 

People's Campaign headed by Ralph David Abernathy has established a site 

on the mall in Washington, D.C. at the Lincoln Memorial. sores. 000 

poor people from various sections of the nation are represented and are 

residing on this site. JI visited the site last Wednesday and Thursday with 

Frank Wallick of our Washington Office. A number of problems have 

arisen which can be discussed during the meeting of Monday, June 3, 1968. 

Iam advised that the crux of the officers! discussions pursuant to

most feasible and economical basis was not totally resolved. However, there 

  

were some indications that the most urgent need of the Poor People's Campaign 

involved cash for food and assistance for the logistics involved in the 'march' 

    

scheduled for June 19, 1968. 

 



On Thursday afternoon, May 23, 1968 I held discussions with 

President Reuther which resulted in the preparation of a very rough Memoranda 

on estimated costs of the most inexpensive transportation to Washington from 

various UAW Regions of the International Union across the nation. Since there 

was indecision with regards to priorities; buses vs. food and the allocation of 

cash for the logistics of the 'march', my memoranda to the President dealt 

with bus transporation only, since planes and trains are significantly more 

expensive than buses. 

Sub sequent to the officers’ meeting, I was advised that: 

1 $25,000 has been siijcated to assist in the 

logistics of the ‘march! 

2. Commencing June 1, 1968 the sume of $100, 000. 00 

per day has been sie ded through June 20, 1968. 

Iam attaching here a copy of that revised Memoranda dated May 28, 

1968, along with a 'chart' setting forth estimated transportation costs from 

various sections of the country involving UAW Regions. 

Since the attached Memoranda estimating transporation costs was 

based on a degree of equality of participation in the Poor People's March of 

most UAW Regions, Iam now proposing that in view of the decisions reached 

by the officers persuant to the logistics of the 'march! and the question of 

supplying food to the Poor People's Campaign, that the Officers' Committee 

decide upon a specific number of participants who would represent the UAW 

in the Poor People's March on June 19, 1968. 

 



With respect to that decision, I should like to recommend: 

A. That the UAW have a delegation of the Poor 

People's March on June 19, 1968 headed by Pp siaont 

Reuther, the Officers and Regional Directors. That 

in instances where the Regions] Directors cannot » 

personally participate, a representative of the 

Director participate on his behalf. 

B. That we limit participation by UAW Local Unions 

and Regions in the Eastern Section of the U.S. which 

would include Regions 9, 9A and 8. 

Earlier we had reached agreement with Director Martin Gerber 

of Region 9 UAW that since there was a deep sense of urgency on the part of 

UAW locals in his Region to participate in the Poor People's March on June 19, 

1968 that we would approve a matching bus formula with” Region 9 which is 

based on the following analysis: 

1. That for each bus the Regional Director and the 

UAW Local Unions in Region 9 pay for up to By The 

International Union would also pay for 5 additional 

busses. 

2. Pursuant to this formula, Iam proposing that the 

3 Regions be allocated 10 buses each - a total of 

30 buses with each bus seating 37 passengers - for 

a combined total of 1,110 participants. Assuming, of 

course, that each of the 3 Regions are prepared to 
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participate on the 'matching formula'. The cost 

for this project would be as follows:

Why We March 
We march to redeem the American promise. 

Almost two hundred years ago, the Declaration of 

Independence proclaimed every man’s right to life, 

liberty and the pursuit of happiness. But... 

IS THERE A MEANINGFUL RIGHT TO LIFE 
when the Department of Agriculture tells us that nearly 

20 million Americans are deprived of necessary nutri- 
tion because they are poor? 

IS THERE GENUINE LIBERTY when economic 
misery turns millions into outcasts who are so despair- 
ing that they do not even register to vote? 

IS IT POSSIBLE TO PURSUE HAPPINESS 
in the “other America” of the poor when, according to 
the Council of Economic Advisors, the number of 
“occupied dilapidated units” in the big city slums has 
increased in the last four years? 

We Do Not March for Charity. We March for Justice 

IS THIS JUSTICE? The richest 10% of the farmers 
and farm corporations get more than half of a multi-bil- 
lion dollar subsidy, while 82% of the hungriest citizens 

re 

are excluded from the Federal Government’s basic food 

programs, and two out of every three poor children 

don’t even get a free school lunch. 

IS THIS JUSTICE? One Federal program has 

helped over 10,000,000 middle class and rich people 

to buy their own homes, while only 650,000 units of low- 

rent housing—usually ugly and segregated—have been 

built for the desperate. 

Let America treat its poor children at least as well 

as its rich farmers. 

Let America subsidize the families in the rotting tene- 

ments at least as well as those in the affluent suburbs. 

Let us adopt an 

Economic Bill of Rights 
This must be our goal if the American pledge is to be 

fulfilled. We must guarantee that: 

EVERY EMPLOYABLE CITIZEN HAS THE 

RIGHT TO A MEANINGFUL JOB AT DECENT 

WAGES. The poor are not lazy. In fact the vast 
majority toil long hours at menial, underpaid labor. 

Their wages must be raised. New careers must be 

created for them—in building decent housing for all; 
in raising the level of education, health and social 

care; in reconstructing and beautifying America. This 
is not makework. This is meaningful work that goes to 
the heart of our nation’s needs. 

EVERY CITIZEN WHO CANNOT WORK BE 
GUARANTEED AN ADEQUATE INCOME AS 
A MATTER OF RIGHT. A thousand economists of 
varying persuasions have called for a guaranteed an- 
nual income as morally necessary and economically 

sound. 

We recognize that this Economic Bill of Rights cannot 

be adopted overnight. And we are not blind to the con- 

servative mood of the present Congress. But we shall not 

sit back and let the forces of reaction and cynicism win 

the day. This nation CAN AND MUST take specific, 
tangible steps toward redeeming the American promise. 
We shall therefore make the following 

Immediate Demands 

I We call upon the President—and all Presidential 

candidates—to endorse the basic principles of an Eco- 

nomic Bill of Rights. 

II We demand that Congress, in this session, 

1. Recommit the Federal Government to the Full 

Employment Act of 1946 and legislate the im- 

mediate creation of at least 1,000,000 socially use- 

ful career jobs in public service; 

2. Adopt the pending Housing and Urban Develop- 

ment Act of 1968; 

3. Repeal the 90th Congress’ punitive welfare re- 

strictions, which (a) put a “freeze” on the num- 

ber of families eligible for welfare aid; (b) compel 

mothers of pre-school children to seek employ- 

ment; and (c) deny assistance to unemployed 

fathers unless they can produce evidence of pre- 

vious employment; 

4. Extend to all farm workers the right—guaranteed 

under the National Labor Relations Act—to 

organize and bargain collectively; 

5. Restore budget cuts for (a) bilingual education; 

(b) Headstart; (c) summer jobs; (d) economic 

opportunity act; (e) elementary and secondary 

education act. 

III We further call upon the President to declare a 
national emergency and, under his present statutory 

authority: 

1. Institute food distribution programs wherever 

severe hunger exists in America; 

2. Provide free food stamps to those who cannot 

afford to buy them;

This is in response to your earlier request that I make an analysis of 

the proposed estimated transportational cost of providing regional 

delegations to the Poor People's March scheduled for June 19, 1968. 

In a comparative analysis of airline rates on a group basis, or by 

charter, the cost would be quite exorbitant, For example: 

Chicago to Washington, D. C. 

25 passengers — $61.00 per passenger - round trip 

as compared with bus rate of 27.06 per passenger - round trip 

The average bus carries 37 passengers, 

The only region which will require 'plane transportation (assuming they 

desire to participate) would be Region 6, The cost for a group of 

25 passengers from San Francisco or Los Angeles to Washington, D. C. 

is $260. 00 per passenger (in groups of 25). The total cost for a group 

consisting of 50 persons would be $10,000. I propose that Region 6 

might participate providing the Teamsters, Steel, Rubber, and Oil 

Chemical share on an equal basis, the cost of transporting a group of 

50 - more or less, 

Iam recommending the following pursuant to the June 19, 1968 March 

of the. Poor, , 

That the UAW have an official delegation headed by the President, Officers 

and Board Members of the International Union, augmented by representatives 

of National Departments and Regions of those individuals who feel dedicated 

and who desire to participate in the March, 

 



With respect to UAW regions and local unions, I am recommending 

the following: 

That on a matching bus basis, we allocate five buses each to 

Regions 8, 9 and 9A. This formula is predicated on the fact that the 

Regional Directors and the Local Unions in each region will first 

throuch voluntary donations or gate collections raise sufficient monies 

to underwrite five buses. Should they achieve this, then the International 

Union would provide five additional buses. 

The cost per bus for Region 9 is $315.00; seating 37 passengers, The 

total cost for five buses would be $1,575, 00 - the one variation in 

Region 9 would be Buffalo, where we have agreed on a matching bus 

formula, and where the cost for one bus (seating 37 passengers) is 

$580.00 round trip. Consequently, the total cost assuming that Region 9 

and Buffalo succeed in putting together five buses each, would be: 

$1,575.00 - New Jersey - Phila. - 5 buses 

6, 700, 00 - Buffalo - 5 buses 

$4,475. 00 

Now, with respect to Region 8, Participants in this region would come 

from Baltimore and as far South as Wilmington, Delaware, We have had 

experience with the bus situation in this region during the ''March on 

Washington.'' The cost for a single bus seating 37 passengers to and from 

these areas would be $55.00 per bus plus $5, 00 for tolls, or a total of : 

$60.00 per bus. Consequently, the total expenditure for Region 8 is 

5 buses on the formula described above, or $300.00 -- Baltimore - 

Wilmington - 5 buses, 

With respect to Region 9A (covering New York and Queens, Long Island) 

the approximate cost per bus is $350.00 seating 37 passengers, or a 

total of $7, 750.00 - 5 buses - New York and Queens, 

The other three areas of Region 9 which might want to participate would 

be Hartford, Waterbury and Boston. The cost per bus is $664, 00 -- 

we would assume that the most participants would come from the New York 

area, Thus, based on this assumption, 3 of the 5 buses from Region 9A 

would come from the New York - Queens area, at a cost of $1, 050. 00 

and 2 buses from Waterbury ($516.50) and Boston area ($667, 10) 

at $1,183.60. The total cost for 5 buses in Region 9A would be $2, 233, 60.

time required for bus transportation is 10-1/2 hours--the estimated 

cost from the farthest point in Region 2A is $667.50 per bus seating 

37 passengers,

Assuming that the three regions (2 - 2A and 2B) met the matching bus 

formula, the total cost for fifteen buses (five each region) would be 

$10,012. 50. 

With respect to Region 3, the cost per bus from Indianapolis is $814. 60 

assuming the delegations would assemble in Indianapolis, running time 

is 12-1/2 hours and the total cost for Region 3 based on the formula 

would be $4, 073. 00. 

Regards Region 4 (Chicago) assuming that this would be the central 

point for delegations, the cost per bus $1,001.20 or a total cost of 

$5,006, 00 for five buses. 

With regards to Region 1, 1A, 1B and 1E assuming the central gathering 

point will be Detroit, the total cost per bus is $750, 00 based on the formula.

A. Participation in the Solidarity Day March by UAW Local Unions 

and members will accord to us an historic opportunity to 

demonstrate our sincerity and support in the ongoing fight 

against poverty and hunger in this nation.

B. In earlier telephone conversations with you or a member 
of your staff, we requested that you assign as coordinator 
for the Solidarity Day March in your Region, the Advisory 
Council Member on Anti-Discrimination and other staff 
members who would assist him in this project.
