TO ALL LOCAL UNION PRESIDENTS: 

Greetings: 

At our Convention in Long Beach, California, May 16 - 21, 1966, 

the delegates adopted unanimously the enclosed resolution concerning the valiant 

struggle of the grape strikers in Delano, California. A delegation of grape 

strikers appeared at the UAW Convention and their leaders spoke to the 

Convention about their struggle for economic and social justice, The response 

of the delegates was immediate and enthusiastic as they gave their full and un- 

qualified support to these farm workers who have been on strike since September, 

1965, fighting for recognition and to eliminate the deplorable and inhuman working 

and living conditions which they have suffered for many years. 

To date, the strikers have been successful in obtaining recognition 

from one of the big growers, Schenley Products, and negotiations for a contract 

are underway. The chief resistance to worker organization, however, stems 

from the largest grower in California, DiGiorgio Brothers. 

The UAW has been giving moral and financial support to the 

strikers and their families, together with the IUD. Despite ten months of long, 

bitter strike, the workers' courage and determination remain unflagging. It is 

necessary to give these workers increasing support to insure victory in their struggle. 

The Convention directed that every UAW Local Union be requested 

to cooperate in this effort. We can help in two ways: 

First of all, the grape strikers have a continuing and urgent need 

for money. The workers must have food and clothes, money for rent and other 

living expenses. Each Local Union is requested to make an appropriate financial 

contribution to assist these strikers. 

Please make checks payable to the International Union, UAW and 

send them to my office, Your accompanying covering letter to me should indicate 

the check is a contribution toward the grape workers strike. We will arrange for 

transmittal of the contribution with due credit to each Local Union participating 

in this drive.

Moreover, the National Farm Workers Association (NF WA) will 

have boycott coordinators in the field in various sections of the country. You 

are asked to cooperate with these NF WA coordinators when they contact you 

to seek assistance in the boycott. 

The UAW has always recognized that in the union movement the 

strong must help the weak. The grape workers need our help. Their success 

could mean the beginning --at long last-- of the long overdue drive to organize 

the farm workers in our nation and to free these workers from inhuman 

conditions and exploitation and to afford them the opportunity to enjoy, through 

union organization, a measure of economic and social justice. We should all 

do our share to insure success in this historic effort.

Resolutions Committee Resolutions 
DELANO GRAPE STRIKE 

Farm workers, and especially those employed on the huge corporation 

farms that are run like factories in the fields, stand today where the UAW 

stood thirty years ago, before the Wagner Act had established labor’s legal 

right to union recognition and collective bargaining, and before the mili- 

tance and solidarity of our members in the sitdown strikes and on countless 

icket lines had driven home to our employers the fact that UAW was here 

to stay and to be reckoned with. 

          

For farm workers today there is still no legislation which insures their 

right to organize, to bargain or to strike. They have no overtime premium, 

no minimum wage, NO health or life insurance, no hospital-surgical-medical 

          

benefits at all. Low wages and insecurity of employment condemn them to 

degrading poverty throughout their lives. In California, for example, 84 

percent of farm workers earned less than $3,000 last year, and the average 

annual income was $1,378 for 134 days of work during the year. 

        

Today, however, these workers are beginning to organize and to win 

union recognition. Here in California workers in the vineyards at Delano, 

after decades of bitter frustration and after many months on strike have 

won their first union victories. 

These grape workers, represented by the AFL-CIO Agricultural Workers 

Organizing Committee (AWOC) and the independent National Farm 

Workers Association (NFWA) have for the first time effectively organ- 

ized. With the help of union, church, civil-rights and student groups they 

have broken the united front of the growers and overcome their tremendous 

economic and political power to win union recognition from such firms as 

Schenley Industries and the Christian Brothers Winery. 

The strike has had the full support of the UAW and the AFL-CIO 

Industrial Union Department, each of which is contributing $2,500 a month 

to the strike committee. UAW local unions in Western Region 6 have sup- 

plemented the International Union monthly contributions through dona- 

tions from local union treasuries and plant gate collections to make a total 
eee ee ee ne rene genera ne 
UAW donation of more than $30,000. Region 6 local unions have also 

donated food and clothing to the strikers and hundreds of our members 

regularly march in the picket line. In addition, the UAW cooperated effec- 

tively with the U. S. Senate Migratory Labor Subcommittee when it con- 

ducted hearings in California which exposed the deplorable working and 

living conditions of farm workers in this area. 

The visit of President Walter P. Reuther to Delano on ecules 16th 

not only helped strengthen the strike but made the grape strike in Delano 

a national issue so that the shameful working and living conditions of these 

workers are being exposed to the American people. 

Despite the power of the growers, the exclusion from first class citizen- 

ship and the lack of concern and action by too many fellow Americans, the 

grape strikers are carrying on a courageous struggle for freedom, justice 

and equality. 

         



One of the tremendous achievements is the allience of union, civil rights, 

church and student groups working together in this strike to help farm 

workers to help themselves. Farm workers have a new opportunity to win 

living incomes and decent working conditions and to be able to win for 

themselves a sense of self-respect and dignity which is every person’s birth- 

right. 

This strike by these grape workers has significance far beyond the im- 

mediate area of Delano, because it demonstrates that agricultural workers 

can be mobilized and can organize effectively to win union recognition and 

because it provides new hope to thousands of ill-paid, ill-treated agricul- 

tural workers in California and across the nation. 

  

Yet, we must understand that the grape strikers have made but a small 

beginning and need help in their long difficult struggle ahead. More than 

30 growers with 30,000 acres of vineyards were struck by the AWOC 

and NFWA. One of these, Schenley’s, signed an agreement recognizing 

NFWA as exclusive bargaining agent for its field workers as a result of 

pressure from AFL-CIO unions with which it already bargained. Christian 

Brothers has since done the same. Negotiations are still underway for a 

third recognition agreement with the largest grape grower, DiGeorgio 

Brothers. 

A national consumers boycott against products grown and distributed by 

DiGiorgio, not only the biggest of the growers but also the symbol and 

leader of resistance to workers’ organization, has been declared by the 

NFWA. The AFL-CIO fully supports this boycott and urges that all AFL- 

CIO affiliates give it their full support until DiGiorgio capitulates and signs 

an agreement with the NFWA. Now, therefore, be it 

RESOLVED: That this UAW 20th Constitutional Convention com- 

mends the Delano grape workers for their historic strike which demon- 

strates beyond the shadow of doubt that farm workers can effectively or- 

ganize themselves, and be it 

FURTHER RESOLVED: That the UAW will join in pressing vigor- 
ously the consumer boycott against DiGiorgio Food Products to the end 

and that this grower recognize the NFWA as exclusive bargaining agent 

for its field workers, and be it 

FINALLY RESOLVED: That the UAW will actively engage in the 

effort to enact state and federal legislation which will bring these workers 
under the protection of the National Labor Relations Act and other laws 

guaranteeing them the right to organize and bargain collectively and afford- 
ing them full coverage under Social Security, workman’s compensation, 
minimum wage and unemployment insurance and assisting them to obtain 
decent housing, adequate schooling, adequate medical care and living
